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NOTE: Computer competency requirements must be met.

For the Communication Elective, students in the CJT program can decide between Public Speaking (SPT
1113) or Interpersonal Communication (SPT 2173). For the Social Science elective, students in the CJT
program are allowed to take any of the courses within the Social Science Division. However, either
Introduction to Sociology (SOC 2113) or American National Government (PSC 1113) is preferred for
fulfilling the Social Science elective.
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
